Description:  Most commonly found from dawn to dusk.  Legs are shorter than hares’. Puffy, white tail.





Diet:  Most kinds of ground-level plants (including crops!).  Especially fond of grasses.  





Description:  Excellent climber who lives mostly in coniferous (evergreen) trees.  Mostly reddish brown with a creamy chest and coat.  Out at night.





Diet:  Red squirrels and other small mammals, birds, insects, berries, and birds’ eggs.
