Why isn’t Easter celebrated the same weekend every year ?

A. We celebrate the rising of Jesus not only as the happening of a single morning but as an event rooted in creation and history.  The date of Easter is dictated by the cycle of the sun and moon, falling after the first full moon following the spring equinox.  The Jewish Passover is celebrated around this time too.  The Easter Vigil employs the four elements of life: fire (the source of light), air (in act of reading), earth (providing the fruits of bread and wine) and water (baptism). Easter is a celebration of all creation.
