Q. I have recently retuned to Mass and want to get more understanding.  What is the plan for selecting the Gospel for Sunday Mass?


A. The four Gospels are spread over a three year plan.  Matthew, Mark and Luke each have a year devoted to them.   There are sections from John in each cycle, especially between Easter & Pentecost.  This year concentrates on Matthew, a Gospel notable for the amount of Jesus’ teaching it contains.  Especially Important is the Sermon on the Mount, Chapters 5-7-  It is there, more than anywhere else, that we read the charter of God for society.
