This weekend we offer special prayers at our Commissioning Ceremony for all who are taking part and especially for our own Seamas Mac Eachmharcaigh.  Over the next five weeks we will continue to join in special  solidarity and support of this special effort.  Here below is an out line for some facts about the project. 

The Statistics..

8 Partners including Robe Pastoral Area, SERVE, Badjao Tribe.  60% unemployed (19% venders, 13% fishing, 2% boat building). 28% have an average household income of less than €26 per month.  27% have an average household income of less than €52 per month.  140 families without dignified shelter and housing.  403 children not attending school.  66% head of household have no formal education.  Widespread ill-health from poor nutrition.  98.7% fetch water.  94% use open pit toilet.

The Project..

Livelihood skills Programmed– boat building, Jeweler Making, Brick Making 72 New Badjao Homes in 2012  Electricity/Water Sewerage/Garbage provisions.  Health Centre.  Feeding Programme & Weekend Clubs for Children Human Rights—achieve implementation of Indigenous People’s Act.

Participative Model. Badjao people participated in developing the project.  They are also integral to the house building under sweat labor model / skills training.
