Litter Action League Results for month of May: Inspection began at Post Office and Gortfree Road. There were 11 pieces of litter counted along this route. From Post Office to end of green / playground area 1 magazine and 1 tissue was noted. The Green Area was litter free. 2 pieces of plastic and 1 bottle was noted along stretch of road from playground to Lough Mask Inn. 1 sweet wrapper and 1 paper were counted along stretch of road that leads to the Church and Burial Ground. The area around National School and Car Park at football pitch were litter free. There is a slight improvement in marks this month.
