Questions & Answers 

Q. At Sunday Mass in my parish we have no organist or choir but another woman and I go to the ambo to 

encourage people to sing and I sing the Responsorial Psalm.  However, I received a very bitter letter telling me I had no right to go to the ambo or to receive Holy Communion from the chalice.  Am I doing wrong?

A. I wish there were more like you!  The Psalm is part of the Liturgy of the Word and the ambo is the correct place.  As for receiving from the chalice, not only the canton but all communicants should receive under both species when it is feasible.  I suspect that your letter writer is influenced by a certain movement trying to undo the liturgical forms and take us back to the way things were.  And women had no place near the altar in those days.
