The Roman Missal—New Words –Deeper Meaning –Same Mass—In the coming week and month you will be hearing about preparation for the Launch of the New Edition of the Roman Missal on the 1st Sunday of Advent Nov. 27th 2011.  This is as important event in the way we celebrate our Eucharist as Mass. 

50th International Eucharistic Congress June 10th-17th 2012 will be taking place in Ireland.  News of this event was announced officially during the week by Cardinal Brady & Archbishop Martin. Next week, on St Patrick’s Day a pilgrimage of the Congress Bell from St Mary’s Pro Cathedral in Dublin to St Patrick’s Cathedral in Armagh an on to all 26 Diocese around the country.  The bell represents a call to faith, prayer, reconciliation and mission which is at the heart of the Church’s preparation for the Congress over the next one and a half years. 

April 24th Easter Sunday Dawn Mass:  As part of our own coming together and Communal preparation for the Eucharistic Congress it is hoped that we will have an early morning open air Mass at the Car Park on the shores of Lough Mask.
