The Jesse Tree:  The Confirmation children of the Parish N.S. have made Decorations / Symbols for our Jesse Tree.  The symbols of the Jesse Tree come from Isaiah II:  “The Royal line of David is like a tree that has been cut down”.  But just as new branches sprout from a stump, so a new King will arise from among David’ s descendants.”  The tree is like a family tree for Jesus and is named after Jesse, the Father of the  great King David of the Old Testament.  Week by week during Advent season the children will add symbols to the tree until we light the tree on Christmas Eve. Questions People Ask
Q. These changes to the Mass will be the last straw for people who are barely hanging on.  Don’t you think that they will be leaving the Church in droves?

But looking at the changes in a positive way, the new translation might make us slow down and look with fresh eyes at the beauty of the prayers and responses at Mass.  There is a great reverence in the new translation and that is a good thing.  Instead of rattling off the Gloria or Creed at top speed, the fresh wording is an opportunity to ponder on the majesty and beauty of these prayers.  Instead of leaving the Church, people might actually grow in faith and reference.
